     A.  DAVID RAINS - TOWN EAST/BELT LINE ROAD PROJECT

     David Rains was present to show his tentative plans of a retail strip he plans to build

     in Sunnyvale at Town East Blvd. and Belt Line Rd.  Mr. Rains stated that his personal

     objectives are to build an office building for his business and move in.  He advised that

     he leases now and needs more space.  He would like to strive to have a credit union as 

     a strong anchor to the center.  Mr. Rains stated that he had purchased the Usrey 

     property and is bidding on the property the Sunnyvale ISD is currently appraising to

     place for sale on Belt Line Rd.  He said that his goal is to pick up the ISD property

     and the Hobbs' property to allow him to develop in sections down the Belt Line corridor.  

     Mr. Rains told the Board that he would like them to help him do a study on the signal

     at Town East Blvd. and Belt Line Rd. with regards to a turn for egress to his property.  

     Mr. Rains assured the Board that he is not going to lease to low profile companies.  He

     plans for good strong tenants and a good quality center.
