    Chairperson Whitehurst called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

                PUBLIC COMMENT.

                There were no public comments.

  3.  DISCUSSION AND ACTION ITEMS:

A. CONSIDER/ACTION ON REQUEST FOR FUNDING SANITARY

SEWER LINE EXTENSION

                Pam Mundo discussed with the Board a request for sanitary sewer line extension for

                Superior Trailer at 501 US Hwy 80.  Ms. Mundo advised that they have stated a need 


    to upgrade their facilities.  She advised that Town Manager, Larry Graves had requested 

                4A consider funding this project.  Ms. Mundo stated that Superior Trailer brings a value

                to the community in terms of growth and development.  


    The 4A Board members discussed the options and commitments for this type investment.

                a suggestion was made that Ms. Mundo contact Mr. Deel, the owner of Superior Trailer,

                and discuss with him his plans.  The Board would like to know what commitment Mr. 

                Deel is willing to make to Sunnyvale.  


    Ms. Mundo advised the Board that if development along Hwy 80 is desired, utilities 


    will need to be in place before developers will consider this area.  
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  Motion was made by Member Wade to continue to consider this request for sewer line

  along Hwy 80  by Superior Trailer with the potential of a 50% cost sharing basis from

  the property owners in that area.  The motion was seconded by Member Barton.  The

  motion carried.

  B.  CONSIDER ADOPTION OF POLICY ON SMALL BUSINESS 

        INCENTIVE GRANTS

  Ms. Mundo reviewed available small business incentive grant programs.  She stated that

  the office of Rural Community Affairs is currently creating 2 small business programs             

  for assisting existing businesses.  

  Discussion followed regarding the financial limits on incentive grants.  Member Wade

  asked for general clarification on what is considered a "small" business.  Ms. Mundo

  requested that a policy be set to respond to requests from businesses.  

  A motion was made by Member Ingram to start a small business loan program with    

  a minimum project size of $1,000,000 to qualify that would enable the Board to provide 

  up to a $25,000 loan to be paid according to the terms set forth in the loan.  The motion 

  was seconded by Member Barton.  The motion carried unanimously.

   C.  CONSIDER/ACTION ON PLANTERS ROAD REPAIRS

   Ms. Mundo discussed needed repairs for Planters Road.  She provided specific 

   information on the costs associated with the paving.  

   Member Ingram and Ms. Mundo advised the Board that a possible project was

   pending for the area near Planters Road.  

   Chairperson Whitehurst asked that this item be tabled until more information

   is available for an informed decision.  

   D.  CONSIDER A RESOLUTION TO THE TOWN COUNCIL RECOMMENDING

          ADOPTION OF GUIDELINES AND CRITERIA GOVERNING TAX 

          ABATEMENT AGREEMENTS.

   Ms. Mundo discussed with the Board the current Tax Abatement Policy in effect

   at this time.  She told the Board that guidelines must be adopted every two years under 

   current state law.  
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      Motion was made by Member Wade to approve the Resolution as presented.  The

                  motion was seconded by Member Whitehurst.  The motion carried unanimously.
