5.  ACTION ITEMS:

      A.  APPROVAL OF ORDINANCE 399

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF SUNNYVALE, TEXAS, ESTABLISHING A SCHEDULE FOR PROCESSING ZONING AMENDMENT APPLICATIONS TO AMEND THE TEXT OF THE ZONING DISTRICT REGULATIONS, INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION, CHANGES TO THE TEXT TO : ALLOW FOR EXPANSION OF CERTAIN NONCONFORMING USES AND/ OR CLARIFY OR MODIFY THE DEFINITION OF NONCONFORMING USES; ALLOW CONDITIONAL USES IN INDUSTRIAL ZONING THAT ARE CURRENTLY PERMITTED IN HIGHWAY COMMERCIAL ZONING; REVISE AND/ OR CLARIFY DEFINITIONS AND REQUIREMENTS FOR FIREPLACES, CHIMNEYS 

AND PERMITTED CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS; PROVIDE FOR APPOINTMENT OF A BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT BY THE TOWN COUNCIL AND A REQUIREMENT OF A SEVENTY FIVE PERCENT MAJORITY FOR BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT ACTION; SUCH FURTHER CLARIFICATIONS OR REVISIONS AS MAY BE REQUIRED TO MAKE CORRECTIONS  OR COMPLY WITH TEXAS LAW; PROVIDING FOR CERTAIN EXCEPTIONS; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Town Attorney Spencer explained the ordinance to the Council concerning zoning amendments and the appointment of a Board of Adjustment separate from the Town Council.

After a brief discussion motion was made by Councilmember Hill to set Ordinance 399 for the October 11, 2004 Town Council meeting for approval. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Ingram.  The motion carried unanimously.

       B.    APPROVAL OF SUNNYVALE 4A ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT 

               CORPORATION INCENTIVES BROCHURE

Pam Mundo explained the 4-A Incentives Brochure to the Council. Motion was made by Councilmember Ingram to approve the Brochure with 1 correction in the Tax Increment Financing section to read: “The Town may request a financial feasibility study.” The motion was seconded by Councilmember Muhl.  The motion carried unanimously.

       C.    APPROVAL OF APPLICATION FORM FOR SUNNYVALE 4A ECONOMIC 

               DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION INCENTIVES


Pam Mundo explained the application for 4-A.  After a brief discussion motion was made by Councilmember Hill to approve the application form.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Ingram.  The motion carried unanimously.

       D.    APPROVAL OF DUNCAN DISPOSAL (REPUBLIC SERVICES INC.) RATE

               REQUEST INCREASE PURSUANT TO TERMS OF EXISTING CONTRACT


Woody Brantley representing Duncan Disposal was present to request a rate increase for cpi concerning solid waste collection from the Town.  Town Manager Larry Graves explained that the increase was built into their contract and would increase the rate paid by the Town by $.07 per unit.  The Town will absorb this increase and not pass it on to the residents.  Motion was made by Councilmember Hill to approve the rate increase as set forth in the August 13, 2004 letter from Republic Services, Inc. allowing for the increase pursuant to the contract; the increase will be absorbed by the Town and not be an increase to the local rate payer in the existing rate structure.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Latham.  The motion carried unanimously. 

E. CONSIDER PROPOSED TAX RATE AND TAKE VOTE

Town Secretary Anne Harrison advised the Council that a public hearing date needed to be set for the 2004 proposed ad valorem tax rate.  The staff if recommending that the tax rate  remain at $.37997/$100 value.  Motion was made by Councilmember Hill to consider a proposed tax rate of $.37997/$100 value and set a public hearing date of September 27, 2004.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Ingram.  The motion carried unanimously.

       F.  APPROVE DATE FOR PUBLIC HEARING TO CONSIDER FY 2004-2005

            BUDGET AND 2004 AD VALOREM TAX RATE


Motion was made by Councilmember Ingram to set a public hearing date of September 27, 2004 to consider the proposed 2004-2005 budget and set the 2004 ad valorem tax rate.  The motion was seconded by Councilmember Hill.  The motion carried unanimously.
